Warm Enough Yet

As we enter into the warmest part of the year it pays to do a little prep before a ride. The main
thing is to stay hydrated. Start drinking extra water the night before a planned ride, this gives
your body a chance to absorb and store some of the liquid. Works better than trying to just stay
hydrated once on the ride. Everyoneds body
in hot weather.

Many riders think it is cooler riding in short sleeves but the reality is that the wind and sun on
bare skin will dehydrate a person quicker.
or a mesh jacket. Remember when people used to hang wet clothes on a clothesline to dry?
That same thing happens to your skin when you are flying down the highway. Are you dry yet?

Another great item to use is a cooling vest or scarf. These work by evaporation. Soak them in
water and they keep you cool by the process of evaporation. Since your body keeps you cool by
sweating and the sweat evaporating a cool vest keeps you cool by the same concept. Itis
amazing how well they work. Put it in the fridge overnight and be extra cool on a
ride. Keep extra water in a side ba
miss out on the summer rides. Remember, summer only comes once a year and
when itds gone itds gone!
